Conditions of Entry: 
 
• Teams must register with the on-site Carnival officials prior to the commencement of the

• One cart on four wheels is allowed per team. Wheels must not exceed 24 inches in 

diameter. Any cart, or part thereof, which is deemed by the officials to represent an 
unacceptable risk or danger to participants or spectators will be disqualified.

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• No push-bars, ropes or mechanical propelling devices will be permitted. 
• A maximum of five members are allowed in any team – four pushers and one rider. 
• Winners will be selected by judges who will decide on the basis of comic value, costumes 

and time. The judges’ decisions will be final. 
• A team may have up to a maximum of four sponsors. These may be displayed on a sign 

which must not exceed 10 x 36 inches. 
• All team members must wear appropriate personal protective equipment such as knee 

pads, gloves and suitable head protection. This must be worn in accordance with the 
manufacturer’s instructions. 

• Each entrant must remember that this is a fun event attended by families. There must be 
no throwing of objects, spitting or use of foul or offensive language. Appropriate modest 
dress must be worn. Behaviour deemed to be inappropriate may result in disqualification.  

• The organisers reserve the right to cancel or close the races at any time should 
circumstances necessitate such action.
